Applicable in Specific Classes of Cases, the Kennedy-Warren Residents Association (“KWRA”),
Christine Burkhardt, Michael W. Dolan, Kenneth Mazzer, Blake and Wendy Nelson, John and
Chung Oak Parsons, and Donald K. Wassem (collectively, “Consolidating Petitioners”), submit
this Motion To Permit Discovery And Motion To Expand The Scope Of The Proceedings in the
above-captioned matters (“Motion”). On January 25, 2007, the Consolidating Petitioners
contacted counsel for Klingle Corporation (“Klingle”), B. F. Saul Company, and B. F. Saul
Property Company (collectively, “Respondents” or “Housing Provider”) by e-mail at
approximately 7:32 a.m. to seek Respondents’ consent to the Motion and the attached First
Request For Production of Documents (“Request).> Counsel for Respondents indicated by
feturn e-mail at approximately 10:39 a.m. that Respondents oppose the Motion, oppose
‘discovery, oppose the Request and oppose the expansion of the above-captioned proceedings
individually or as may be consolidated.
L BACKGROUND

On January 6, 1997, Klingle, the owner of the Kennedy-Warren, 3133 Connecticut Ave.,
N.W., Washington, D.C., 20008 (“Housing Accommodation”), and the KWRA, a corporation
formed under the District of Columbia Nonprofit Corporation Act, on behalf of tenants of the
Housing Accommodation, entered into a Memorandum of Agreement wherein the KWRA agreed
to support Klingle’s application for a zoning variance to allow it to construct a new South Wing
to the Housing Accommodation (“MOA™).> The MOA, inter alia, bars Klingle from passing
costs of work done to the Housing Accommodation on to the tenants of the Housing

Accommodation as rent adjustments.* Pursuant to Paragraph 3 of the MOA, a Compensation
